Farewells and

Welcomes
Following seven years on
the Board, two of them as
chair, Willie W. of California
rotated off the GSB. His
legacy includes D.A.’s first
Service Manual, now in draft
form, and a responsibility
statement for D.A. The Con-
ference accepted it in con-
cept and it has gone to the
Literature Committee.

Paul S. of Florida and
California, a Class B trustee,
also rotated off the Board. In
his farewell to the fellowship
he served for six years, Paul
spoke eloquently of Debtors
Anonymous as “this glorious
fellowship,” predicting that, if
D.A. maintains its course, it
has the capacity to make a
great spiritual contribution to
the world.

The Conference ratified
four new Board members.
The two Class A trustees
are Alexandra B-W of New
York and Beth P. of Cali-
fornia. The two Class B trus-
tees are Francis G. of Mas-
sachusetts and Sue F. of
Indiana. Alexandra and Sue
introduce themselves in this
issue; “Meet the Board,” on
page 4, will be an ongoing
feature of The D.A. Focus.

DA Comes of Age

“Deudores Andnimos es una comunidad
de hombres y mujeres . . .” Trustee Allen
A. opened the 2010 World Service Confe-
rence with the D.A. preamble from
“Deudores Anénimos,” the Fellowship’s
first foreign-language pamphlet. The mo-
ment signaled a turning point in the
growth of Debtors Anonymous. The pam-
phlet, a project of the WSC Literature
Committee, represents a material effort to
reach the many North American Spanish-
speaking debtors seeking recovery. The
planned development of Spanish- and
French-language pages linked to the D.A.
website will draw on the expertise of the
Trustee Information Technology Commit-
tee and the WSC Technology Caucus—
the latter to become a committee at the
start of the 2011 World Service Confe-
rence.

Groups worldwide have also been
translating D.A. literature. In the last year
alone, the General Service Board has
communicated with groups and members
concerning existing translations into
French, German, Icelandic, Portuguese,
and Spanish, and future translations into
Braille. There are associated intellectual-
property issues; because the literature
belongs to Debtors Anonymous, the
translations do, too. This means that D.A.
is responsible for assuring that all transla-
tions render the original texts accurately.

As D.A. becomes better known,
questions of copyright arise more often.
For example, in the world outside the
Twelve Step fellowships, “fair use” usually
permits a writer to use a small, represen-
tative portion of a text. However, the Sixth
Tradition suggests that if D.A. material is
quoted it could imply an endorsement of
the project in which the quote appears.
One recent example was the use of D.A.’s
Twelve Steps by an online religious re-
covery network. This was settled amicably
after the GSB sent letters informing the

church that it was in violation of D.A.
copyright. The frequency of such issues
has spurred the Board to change the Sub-
committee on Copyrights/Ad-hoc Commit-
tee for Legal Issues to a Trustee commit-
tee entitled the Legal Affairs Committee,
effective the start of the 2010 WSC.

The WSC committees continue to
hone the focus of D.A. literature on the
primary purpose of not incurring unse-
cured debt and reaching out to the still-
suffering debtor; raise the Fellowship’s
awareness of existing resources, espe-
cially the website; streamline processes;
and encourage groups and individuals to
contribute more so that D.A. may be fi-
nancially self-supporting.

Another sign of the Fellowship’s
maturity was the prominence given the
Twelve Concepts of Service at the 2010
WSC. These principles, unique to Twelve
Step fellowships, explore the delicate,
ever-shifting balance of responsibilities
between the delegates and the Board, the
notion of leadership that does not govern,
and the placement of ultimate authority
with the Debtors Anonymous groups.

Results of the Vote
on
Amending Tradition 11

On August 11, the consulting parliamen-
tarian delivered to Willie W., the Chair of
the General Service Board, the “Teller’s
Report on Debtors Anonymous Group
Voting on February 1, 2010, Mail Ballot on
Amending Tradition 11.” The following is a
summary:

- General Service Board Reports

In 2010, the GSB established a Legal Affairs committee, much of whose mission will be to handle questions concerning
copyright and translations. This brings the total number of GSB committees to ten. The Board is increasing its use of
Appointed Committee Members (ACMs) to accomplish the work of a thriving fellowship. Here are some highlights of the

work the GSB did at the WSC and after.

Office Committee

The Office Committee oversees the
operation of the General Service Of-
fice in Needham, Massachusetts.

* Howard S., the Office Manager, re-
ported that 15 new meetings regis-
tered in September (believed to be a
record for a single month), including
one in England.

Literature Publications Committee

* D.A. Twelve Steps and Twelve Tra-
ditions: Draft chapters through Step 8
have been received.

* D.A. meditation book: A request has
been sent out for an Appointed Com-
mittee Member (ACM) to edit the ma-
terial in hand.

Literature Services

The committee has received drafts of
the BDA Numbers booklet and the DA
Newcomers booklet for review and
edits. The PRG/PRM pamphlet is
being revised include more “nuts and
bolts” direction on how to conduct a
Pressure Relief Meeting. Also under
review is the BDA Signposts and
Tools pamphlet.

Nominations Committee

The committee searches for candi-
dates to reach the full complement of
15—11 Class A trustees and 4 Class
B board members—mandated by the
By-Laws.

InfoTech Committee

right information and the D.A. service
mark, current Board officers, material
available for free download, and infor-
mation on the 2011 WSC as it
evolves.

Public Information Committee

* Increasing roster of trained D.A.
members to respond to requests for
interviews from the media.

* Planning to hold media trainings at
each year’s Conference

Communications Committee

» Sends out E-News requests for
ACMs, publishes The D.A. Focus
(from the GSB and WSC) and Ways &
Means (member newsletter); over-
sees content of website.

Finance Committee

» Everyone who applied to the John
H. Scholarship Fund received money;
at least one delegate was funded in
full.

* Because it is a pass-through ex-
pense, the John Henderson Fund was
removed from the Profit and Loss
statements and is how accounted for
as a separate restricted fund.

Conference Support Committee
The Conference Support Committee
continues its work on the structure of
the annual World Service Conference,
identifying ways in which the Confer-
ence can work more smoothly and
productively. It also works with the
Host Committees of the 2011 and
future Conferences on specific Con-
ference detalils.

Long-Range Planning Committee

» The GSB approved six Regional
Forums in the next two Conference
years: Phoenix, New York City, and
San Francisco in 2010-11, and Hous-
ton, Washington, D.C., and Chicago
in2011-12

The draft of D.A.’s own Service Man-
ual was submitted to the GSB for ap-
proval.

Legal Affairs

This new committee, dating from the
2010 WSC Face-to-Face meeting of
the GSB, was established in response
to the upsurge in copyright questions,
especially relating to translations.

World Conference Committee Reports-

The 2010 WSC counted 102 GSRs and ISRs—representing approximately 20 percent of the known D.A. groups world-
wide (see the report from the parliamentarian, above)—a proportion that has remained virtually unchanged for more than
a decade. Of the 102 in attendance, 95 signed up for a committee. The delegates worked on committees and caucuses
during the five days of the WSC and are continuing their activity throughout the 2010-11 Conference year.

At the Convocation, the Conference voted to make the Technology Caucus a committee. This enables the mem-
bers of the committee to make motions, as opposed to recommendations, and receive operating funds. When the Tech
Caucus becomes a committee at the beginning of the 2011 WSC, D.A. will be served by nine committees and two cau-

Since the General Service Board created an
Archives Committee a little more than 3
years ago, Board members have been busy
collecting, sorting, and cataloguing the thou-
sands of bits of DA history that have been
donated to the Fellowship. The cataloguing
process has reached the point where they
are beginning to identify which specific items
are missing from the Archives collection.
